In the case of an international coach who has 
not had the opportunity to pursue ACC accreditation, the coach may make 
written application to APSA apsa.net.au seeking APSA endorsement for the 
provision of competition accreditation upon review of evidence of 
qualifications submitted in English.  All coaches must have a Queensland 
Working with Children Blue Card.
